Pat informed the Council that Senator Bingaman has been invited to provide a keynote address. Denise K. has indicated that Special Education will be able to contribute an additional $10,000. Liz reported on the reception at the Balloon Museum; looking for Hispanic dance troupe and balloonists (to give tethered rides). Jim A. reported on transportation plans and requirements. Will need to use accessible school buses. Tour of Santa Fe still in the works. Seeking permission from Risk Management to use CSA’s vehicle. Nadine will be in charge of the “goody bags.” Denise Mc. reported on health care arrangements for the conference. Pat discussed National’s request for a young Native American to provide a motivational speech. Pat suggested a panel of self-advocates to be interviewed by Marilyn Martinez. DDMI, CSA, and Direct Care programs will be presented. Kentucky has adopted the manual developed by our Big Brothers/Big Sisters project. Liz is asking all Council members to come up with something for the silent auction. Monica Crick is developing/designing the conference program. Rising to the Challenge is the theme. Andrea reported on People First and the difficulties that have been encountered.

Present and Vote on Federal Plan Changes (Action Item)               
Linda S. reported on yesterday’s strategic planning meeting and the recommended changes to the Federal Plan (with $152,000 remaining in the reserve fund). Pat stated that it may be necessary for the Program Committee to provide additional oversight for certain projects, although all projects must submit quarterly reports. Jim A. moved for the adoption of the recommended changes to the Federal Plan; Katie seconded; the motion carried with Jim J. abstaining. (The modified federal plan is available upon request.)

Liz reviewed the bills that passed and thanked the committee for its work. Pat talked about the upcoming Disability Policy Seminar (April 27-29, 2009). Jim J. discussed HB 161 and expressed his gratitude for the DDPC’s support. He also emphasized the importance of insurance reform providing coverage for persons with autism. This is a big step forward and was made possible, in part, by the hard work of the disability committee.

Jim J. discussed the difficulties surrounding Mi Via. People are not getting services because of lack of funding. Brain injury received some support from the legislature.

               Agency Reps
Human Services stands to receive significant support from the stimulus package. The new technical assistance manual has been completed for IEPs (special education). Modules have been developed for writing measurable goals, least restrictive environment, and lifespan transition. Contacts will be increased through “webinars.” Pat asked Sue if CSA could participate in Special Ed activities. This will be pursued.
Ginny said there are two major service-providers that will be closing or reducing services. RFP went out recently to provide startup money to help individuals move from supported living to assisted or independent living. Budget cuts were discussed. HB 920 will have a positive impact (if it passed). Jackson litigation is ongoing, may move to mediation. DD Waiver is in the process of being re-written; important to get input and other participation from families involved (need to have a cushion in the budget to fund stakeholder participation). Tony discussed HB 161 and the importance of improving approaches to monitoring. What kinds of things need to be discussed regarding regulations and licensure around housing (across the disability community)? ALTSD will get involved in HM 37.

The annual report is out. Currently have one vacancy in the Office of Guardianship; had to request an exemption to the hiring freeze. Pat reviewed the budget cuts and increase in federal allocations. Office of Guardianship currently serving more than 650. DDPC’s budget will actually grow a little in FY ’10. Mileage reimbursement will increase to IRS rate (58.5) However, there is no new money. Therefore, travel will probably be cut. Frank is working with the Inspector General regarding complaint against the Office of Guardianship. Friends of CSA now officially 501 (c) 3 tax-exempt. Therefore, CSA can now accept donations. Direct Care project is moving forward with vigor. Pat encouraged Council members to participate on national committees.
