· Bylaws Committee Report
Jim Alarid stated that bylaws and policies need to be separate and distinct. Sandy Skaar, Katie Klauschie, and Liz Thomson will assist Jim A as a subcommittee to review this.
· Membership Committee Report 
Peggy Humble stated that the Council needs more self-advocates from Roswell and Farmington; need representation from the Native American community. The bylaws state Council members who have missed two or three meetings were not recommended for reappointment; the Governor will probably make additional recommendations. Year-round recruiting is recommended; candidates should be interviewed; may be desirable to have full Council involved in this process. Another issue to be addressed: certain state agencies have not been consistently represented; agency representatives need to be decision-makers.
· Conflict of Interest Form Signatures

Liz Thomson instructed the Council to complete and sign their Conflict of Interest forms.
· Possible Approval of Membership Committee Recommendations

No action taken.
· Policy Committee Report
Denise Weaver reported. DDPC budget was increased slightly; also discussed key legislation that did not pass; important to have weekly meetings by phone during the next session to be more efficient. About 66 individuals participated in the legislative forums; Disability Awareness Day at the Legislature was also well represented. TEAM Act for integrated employment was discussed; will amend earlier pieces of federal legislation. The Office of Guardianship is working to provide information on advanced health directives and powers of attorney for Personal Planning Awareness Week. Judy Sena reported on the Congressional Hill visits (vis-a-vis Disability Policy Seminar). She felt the meetings were very effective. Kitty Montoya agreed the meetings were very important and that our voice was heard. The next national meeting will be in July (Technical Assistance). Interested Council members need to submit their applications.
· Grassroots Ad Hoc Committee Report
Denise Weaver reported there are many aspects of the project that need to be reviewed and possibly restructured. Policy must always be emphasized. There is some concern that meetings are more social than policy-driven. The Grassroots Ad Hoc Committee will be meeting this summer to determine future direction and next steps. 

· Program Committee Report
Sandy Skaar reported. Program Committee is evaluating all projects. Brain Injury groups are growing. Office of Guardianship has produced an excellent training video, which is also available online. The Arc of NM pointed out the Native American People First Project was not working as intended and this program has been terminated, based on the recommendation of the Program Committee. 

Action on the Native American People First Project
Motion to terminate this project and use remaining funds to support a future Native American Initiative(s) developed with the Native American community(s) around the needs identified by the Native American community(s). In addition, the Program Committee requested up to $10,000 to support an upcoming Tribal Summit that is designed to be broad-based for all ages and not limited to disability issues so the DDPC can host a listening session to learn about issues from tribal leaders. Motion by Sandy Skaar on behalf of the Program Committee; second by Rose Mary Silversmith; motion carried.
Approve Recommendations for New Federal Five-Year Plan
Cristy Marchand asked Council for their reaction to yesterday’s work session and process. Six priorities are tentatively approved. Have we taken on too much? There is concern that we may be spreading our resources too thin. Suggestion: take the top three priorities plus Self-advocacy and a Native American initiative that are relevant to our goals. Education, Community Services, Employment are the top priorities. Health and Transportation would be dropped. Staff would incorporate concept papers and the Five-Year Plan would be reviewed at the Summer Council meeting. 
Motion to take Education, Community Services, Employment plus Self-Advocacy and Crosscutting (includes Native American initiative)with the understanding that additional themes will be woven into these as the top priorities for the new Federal Five-Year Plan by James Alarid; second by Jim Jackson. The motion carried. Motion to authorize DDPC staff to organize key objectives identified by the Council on 4/14/11 and prepare a document for public comment by Katie Klauschie; second by Jim Jackson. Motion carried.
The Council decided to meet officially on June 24, 2011 from 10:00 am to 4:00 pm at the Center for Self Advocacy.

Center for Development and Disabilities (UCED) Report

Cate McLain distributed the annual report with an overview of accomplishments. The Call for Participation has been issued for the Southwest Disability Conference next October. Many state agencies collaborate to make this successful. CDD has a LEND program in conjunction with Disability Rights New Mexico and Jim Alarid (for Highlands University). Funding for Partners in Policy Making may be extended. HM 76 has now been interpreted to request CDD to do needs analysis about autism support for adults. Camp Rising Sun will remain open due to support from a number of groups.
Disability Rights New Mexico (P&A) Report







Jim Jackson reviewed the highlights of legislation that affects the disability community. This included new laws that prohibit corporal punishment in the schools; require mandatory training for law enforcement to become more sensitive when dealing with the disability community; at age of three children must now transition into Part B. DRNM has prevailed in a Mi Via case in court, thus supporting the concept of self-direction. DRNM is working with a group of parents in Taos to formulate a group complaint; also developing a survey to measure community needs in health insurance.

Chair Report – Set Council Meetings for Upcoming Year
Audit has been completed (minutes from the Executive Committee meeting are in the binder). Travel reimbursement is a hardship for some. Are there other ways to deal with this? Employees can get an advance, but it’s not clear what to do for Council members. Liz Thomson emphasized the importance of membership and recruiting for new DDPC Council members. The application is on the website. The suggested meeting dates for the upcoming year are: August 4th and 5th; October 13th and 14th; January 5th and 6th; April 18th through 20th. Motion to accept this schedule by Katie Klauschie; second by Andrea MacRae. The motion carried.










Executive Director and Staff Report
Cristy Marchand gave thanks for the unified efforts of self-advocates, family members, and staff at the budget hearings to preserve funding for the Community Services Program (includes Center for Self Advocacy and CDD’s Information Center). DDPC now has the authority to carryover unspent funding for the Office of Guardianship the next two years. $1 million was earmarked to alleviate the DD Waiver waiting list. We will work with Senator Jennings and DDSD over the summer regarding next steps to ensure funds are utilized. There are currently 18 individuals on the Guardianship Program waiting list. CSA has provided outreach to 585 people throughout the state. Budget is on target. Staff are to be commended for their support during the transition and meeting the special demands relating to the new Five-Year Plan.

Debbie Humble informed the Council that DVR now is under Order of Selection which has resulted in a waiting list. DVR can open cases now only for individuals with the ‘most significant disabilities.’ Individuals currently receiving services will not be affected; new people will be impacted, based on the date of application and level of disability.
Jim Jackson stated that DRNM has an interest in helping individuals who are not currently eligible for DVR services under Order of Selection.
