Chair Liz Thomson called the meeting to order at 9:15 am and initiated the introductions and housekeeping;   
Katie Klaushie read the mission statement of the DDPC.

· Executive Committee
Liz Thomson reported. The committee discussed the draft budget (FY 13). Eveline Baier, Chief Financial Officer, will report this afternoon.
· Bylaws Committee – Vote on Conflict of Interest Policy – Action Item 
Liz Thomson reported. Stephen Vigil participated. Some sections related to a code of conduct were removed and will be placed in a new Code of Conduct that is still under development. A method for determining conflict of interest was established. In the event of a dispute regarding whether a member has a conflict of interest or a perceived conflict of interest, the Council shall make a final determination. Remaining question: Should member declaring or found to have a conflict of interest leave the room while a matter is being discussed and voted on? Language was added to the proposed Conflict of Interest Policy that Council members with a conflict of interest should remove themselves from the room for discussion and voting on any issue(s) for which they have a conflict of interest or perceived conflict of interest. 

If the Council member leaves the meeting in order to recuse him/herself, then he/she no longer counts as part of the quorum. The question was raised: if people have been removed from the Council due to lack of attendance, does the quorum drop? Stephen Vigil answered in the affirmative although there can be no fewer than 18 members total (quorum is 51% of the total); therefore the quorum has been established for today’s meeting. Motion to accept Conflict of Interest Policy with some sections of the code being removed until a later time (as stated in the summary) and including removal of member from meeting while issue is deliberated  and  voted upon in which the member has a  conflict of interest or perceived conflict of interest. Motion by James Alarid; Rose Mary Silversmith seconded. Discussion included ‘shall’ versus ‘voluntary’ removal from the meeting of an individual with a conflict of interest while an issue is being discussed and voted upon. The motion carried with four opposed.
· Membership Committee
.Jim Jackson reported on annual election of officers (federal fiscal year). The Membership Committee recommends Denise Weaver for Chair and Sandy Skaar as Vice-Chair. The election shall occur at the October meeting. Katie Klauschie and Judy Sena will have served their full terms by the end of December. Recommended reappointments are Rose Mary Silversmith, Andrea Mac Rae, Peggy Humble, and Liz Thomson. Due to lack of attendance, the committee is not recommending reappointment of Antonio Garcia. Applicants to fill vacancies will be interviewed by the Membership Committee before the October Council meeting. The Committee will present its recommendations at the October Council meeting for final approval before submitting to the Governor. The Committee is seeking more representation from rural areas, Native Americans, and self-advocates.
· Program Committee
Kathleen Hardy reported on three project grants: two from Elizabeth Peterson on brain injury training programs and one on brain injury prevention. Office of Guardianship reported on information campaign regarding alternatives to guardianship. Rosemarie Ortiz reported on other projects. Sandy Skaar recommended that projects that have failed to meet the requirements of their MOUs should not be reimbursed. This policy applies to all projects. Stephen Vigil pointed out that all contracts provide for nonpayment for failure to perform. 
· Grassroots Ad-Hoc
Denise Weaver reported. The committee met to formulate a mission statement, which she read to the Council. Our Mission:
Create and support a statewide Legislative Action Network for and with people with developmental disabilities and their families for the purpose of influencing and impacting systems change in the legislative arena to improve rights, quality of life, and access to inclusive lives for persons with developmental disabilities. 

The Committee recommends that the program be renamed the Policy Action Network (to include both legislative advocacy and public policy advocacy) and contracted out to an organizational entity (not an individual).  The Policy Action Network will replace the Grassroots Project.
· Policy Committee
Denise Weaver reported. Denise Koscielniak informed the committee that PED’s Post-Secondary Outcomes survey indicated 50% of students of students with an IEP who graduated one year ago and responded to a survey (43% response rate) have not transitioned to employment, higher education, or another post-secondary program. Regarding the Waiting List campaign, need to collect more stories. Supports Intensity Scale (SIS) was discussed. There are concerns that the scale is long (four hours) and individuals are not being told the results. The bell curve for level of service needs intensity is not being affected thus far in the pilot. DDSD will be piloting the SIS assessment results into budget recommendations. State Use Act has been studied by the committee. The concern is the Act has promoted segregated and below minimum wage employment rather than inclusive employment opportunities that maximize self-determination. Jim Jackson expressed concern about Medicaid Redesign. The abbreviated RFP process has an abrupt timeline and overall redesign plan does not require meaningful public or legislative input. The Administration has sponsored a series of public input meetings on the proposed Medicaid Redesign. DDPC staff and Policy Committee members have attended the meetings.

Approve 5-Year Plan – Action Item








Liz Thomson called for a motion to accept and submit the Education Section of the Federal, 

5-year plan for years FFY2012-2016, as presented and amended on August 4, 2011, with the FFY2012 Budget allocated at $65,000. Katie Klauschie moved; Rose Mary Silversmith seconded.
Liz Thomson asked, “Does anyone wish to declare a conflict of interest?” The motion carried with one abstention. PED representative abstained due to potential conflict of interest. 
Liz Thomson called for a motion to accept and submit the Self-Advocacy Section of the Federal, 

5-year plan for years FFY2012-2016, as presented and amended on August 4, 2011, with the FFY2012 Budget allocated at $58,000. Judy Sena moved; Kathleen Hardy seconded. Liz Thomson asked, “Does anyone wish to declare a conflict of interest?”  The motion carried with one abstention. (Dianne Griego abstained due to potential conflict of interest.) 
Liz Thomson called for need a motion to accept and submit the Leadership Section of the Federal, 

5-year plan for years FFY2012-2016, as presented and amended on August 4, 2011, with the FFY2012 Budget allocated at $101,000. Rose Mary Silversmith moved; Katie Klauschie seconded. 
Liz Thomson asked, “Does anyone wish to declare a conflict of interest? “ The motion carried with one abstention. (Cate McClain abstained due to conflict of interest.) 
Liz Thomson called for a motion to accept and submit the Community Action and Supports Section of the Federal, 5-year plan for years FFY2012-2016, as presented and amended on August 4, 2011, with the FFY2012 Budget allocated at $140,000.Rose Mary Silversmith moved; Katie Klauschie seconded.
Liz Thomson asked, “Does anyone wish to declare a conflict of interest from voting on this section?” The motion carried with two abstentions. (Jim Jackson and Andrea MacRae abstained due to conflict of interest.) 
Liz Thomson called for a motion to accept and submit the Employment Section of the Federal, 

5-year plan for years FFY2012-2016, as presented and amended on August 4, 2011, with the FFY2012 Budget allocated at $3,000. Katie Klauschie moved; Jim Jackson seconded. Liz Thomson asked, “Does anyone wish to declare a conflict of interest?’The motion carried.
The Council commended Ed Holen, Executive Director, State of Washington, Developmental Disabilities Council for his generous donation of time and expenses to assist us over two work sessions in developing the 5-year planning process with acclamation. 
Chair Report











Liz Thomson discussed issues regarding chain of command. If a Council member has a concern, it is best to speak with the Chair, appropriate committee chair, and/or executive director before contacting the Council as a whole. Liz Thomson commented on recent communications with the state congressional delegation regarding the federal budget appropriation for State Councils on Developmental Disabilities, indicating that Hill visits do pay off.

Financial Officer Report











FY 2013 Budget Request: Eveline Baier, Chief Financial Officer, presented the proposed FY 2013 budget request for Council approval. The DDPC and Consumer Services Program (CSA and Information Center) will be combined into one budget category (a technical change) in an effort to increase flexibility and protect the Center for Self Advocacy from legislative cutbacks. The Administration has stated that agencies should submit flat budget requests for FY 13; however we are requesting an increase to bring funding for Salaries and Benefits up to the amount actually needed and operating costs back to FY 11 level. For the Brain Injury Advisory Council (BIAC), we are requesting a $15,000 increase for projects. Office of Guardianship needs an increase of $480,000.00 to serve the increasing demands for corporate guardianship services. Altogether, we are asking for a 13.5% increase from the General Fund. Dianne Griego asked if combining DDPC and CSA will prohibit self-advocates from appealing to the legislature for increased funding. Eveline Baier replied that the combination of the two programs would not adversely affect any efforts to appeal for funding for the Center. Because a number of final budget items are unknown at this time (such as insurance rates, etc) and the budgets are due on September 1, 2011, staff requests that authority be given to the Executive Committee to approve the completed FY 2013 budget request at a later date. 









· FY 13Request Approval – Action Item
Elizabeth Thomson called for a motion to delegate authority to the Executive Committee to review and approve the completed DDPC FY 13 budgetary request. Katie Klauschie moved; Judy Sena seconded. The motion carried with one abstention. (Abstention by Sandy Skaar)
Executive Director’s Report










Cristine Marchand reported on two grant proposals submitted to the Administration on Developmental Disabilities (ADD) for National Significance for which letters of support were provided: American Indian Leadership. Another grant proposal is being submitted for ADD National Significance for Employment First by CDD. DDPC support has provided a letter of support. This grant proposed to provide some funding for CSA for self advocates to be involved in design and implementation of the project and provide training to self advocates. 

Cristy Marchand and Karen Courtney-Peterson recently attended the National ADD Technical Assistance  Institute in Washington, D.C. The conference was extremely useful to learn about best practices, other State Councils’ activities, federal and Congressional issues, and networking with other Council leaders. The big stretch has been developing the 5-year plan, due on August 15 to ADD. Cristy commended the DDPC staff for their team work and blending their variety of skill sets to develop the proposal for the Council’s approval. 
UCED (CDD) Report










Cate McClain reported on a new grant with CYFD (Children, Youth and Families Department) and CDD to implement a home-visiting program which utilizes an evidence-based model. Nurses will conduct home-visits prenatally to two years of age, starting with South Valley and other high-risk areas. This grant augments the preventative side of CDD’s portfolio. The LEND grant has received a second 5-year federal grant award. LEND trains graduate students in developmental disabilities leadership. CDD has the largest classes to date.
