Other pueblos will get involved. Two contracts were discussed: printing contract and ARC Freedom Days. May use unspent monies on additional projects. ARC will present at the April meeting. Rosemarie gave report on the status of the DDPC website (which is essentially complete).

FAQ sheets are being developed so grassroots people – and others -- can discuss important issues with legislators. Legislative priorities were discussed. Two’s are top priority; three’s are next. Kathi reported on additional legislation associated with HSD. Critical to remember what is in the best interests of the consumers. Liz reported on proposed registry for persons with autism and proposed legislation for early intervention. Appear to be roadblocks in NM for providing services to persons with autism. Memorial recommended to urge PED to participate more fully.

Kathi stated HSD is quite concerned about budget cuts – 5% to 7% reductions would be substantial. Governor may be suggesting a slow-down in services. Capital outlay projects the first to be affected. Strategy to do everything possible to save programs. Questions were raised about the $10,000,000 (and other special appropriations) – this might disappear as the legislature looks forward to next year. DDPC will be neutral on the State Use Act. Ed reiterated the concerns expressed by Kathi and others regarding proposed budget cuts.
Executive Director’s Report

Audit has been certified with an unqualified opinion. Separation of financial duties the only concern. Have requested an additional financial position for the past three years; not forthcoming. Submitted a 3% to 5% reduction – area of concern is the Guardianship Program. Next year’s budget has an 11% cut in Guardianship salaries and benefits. This will create serious hardships for Guardianship and major loss of services. DDPC may need to appeal to the Board of Finance sometime during the new year. Federal allocation and balances: don’t know how much money we’ll have until April; there should be monies to spend (and some to save). All personnel positions are filled. Pat presented at the National Council on Disabilities earlier this week. He was the first to talk to NCD on developmental disabilities (in 30 years). Freedom Day funding has been expended. Jim A. is organizing the Spring Retreat in Las Vegas. Pat distributed the Public Forum Summary.

DOH also wants to protect mortality reviews, expand rural tax breaks, change reporting on contagious diseases, and implement a Self-Exclusion Program.
