· Vote on By-law Changes

Pat suggested that the replacement of the Vice-Chair be left to the discretion of the new Chair (who shall appoint an interim Vice-Chair to serve until the next regularly scheduled meeting, when an election will be held for the position of Vice-Chair). This suggestion was added to the proposed changes. Jim A. read the proposed changes in the wording of the By-laws.  Katie moved for and Kathi seconded adopting all proposed changes. The motion carried.
· Vote on Complaints Policies and Procedures
Jim A. introduced the document and the proposed changes regarding complaints policies and procedures involving the Director. Katie moved for and Nadine seconded approving the changes. The wording was changed to state that the Executive Director is an exempt position, not subject to State Personnel Act and the Executive Director serves at the pleasure of the Council. Katie and Nadine withdrew their motions. Katie moved for the amended motion; Richard seconded; the motion carried.

· Budget Update

Mileage reimbursement has been increased to $.44/mile.
· Staffing Updates

Daniel was introduced as the new Vista volunteer at CSA; would still like one more volunteer.
· Allocations for DD Act

Pat gave budget update (state and federal); small increase in federal allocation, but DDPC may not receive more than $510,000 because of the funding formula. By the end of the year, should have $150,000 remaining so operations can be maintained. Next year is the last year of a five-year cycle. Then new projects can be considered with a new plan. Furlough days were reviewed. This is a 2% salary cut. Our budget hearing is scheduled for January 12th; would help to have Council members present. Annual report was distributed. Cheril, Karen, and Rose were thanked for their work. The PPR was disseminated and reviewed – special thanks to Rose. CSA Open House was excellent – kudos to Dianne, Connie, and Daniel. Participation on national committees was encouraged. Pre-legislative Training is scheduled for Saturday, January 9th. Disability Rights Awareness Day will take place January 29th (training day) and 30th (Round House). The forthcoming Policy Conference, TA Conference, and NACDD National Conference were mentioned.
