Jim J. brought up various items: At least sixty percent of the membership of the Council shall include persons with developmental disabilities; require two directors from PED and the Assistant Secretary for DVR – or designee; ex-officio members are not appointed by the Governor; procedure for succession (for Chairperson) needs to be clarified – Membership Committee already serves as Nominating Committee; all standing committees must be less than a quorum (for the Council as a whole); does the hearing process available to applicants and sub-grantees need to be reviewed annually? Need to identify process, as required by Procurement Code (Eveline will help will this); Open Meetings Act also needs to be reviewed annually; need a list of such items that require annual review. Jim proposed a policy and procedure regarding complaints against the DDPC Executive Director (to be voted on in January). Suggested policies and procedures for complaints against DDPC members were also examined (to be voted on in January)

· Budget Update
Reversions, current budget status, and proposed general fund reductions for current year’s budget were disseminated among the Council. Pat anticipates a 3% to 16% further reduction (in addition to initial cuts of 5%). Federal dollars are good for three years. Therefore, DDPC has a small cushion – this does not include BIAC or OG.
Reversions are relatively small but cannot be totally eliminated due to many extenuating circumstances.

DDPC may not be able to support all of the programs that are currently being funded. Have to cut back on travel, supplies, and renting venues (whenever possible). 

October budget hearing has been rescheduled for November 16th.  
· Staffing Update
New Vista volunteer will start at CSA in November. Elena Moreno will be leaving OG in December.
· National Conference Update
PED has contributed $10,000 to fund scholarships for members of the disability community; New Mexico will have four presentations.
