· Bylaws
Jim A. reported. The committee has decided to revise the Guiding Principles, which will be presented at the next meeting
· Membership
Andrea reported. The committee would like to see one more self-advocate; need to think about nominees for chair and vice-chair. Pat said DIA and GCD will be dropped from the Council; therefore, number of members is reduced (Council will be reduced from 32 to 25). If all of the current membership is retained, then the Council needs one additional self-advocate or family member (perhaps a Native American); Would like applications submitted by Thanksgiving. Therefore, it would be helpful for current members to decide on future participation by the Fall Meeting. DDPC will not be moved under another agency (by statute).
· Program
Richard reported.  Committee needs to be concerned about contractual issues; have not been able to decide on how to spend the $20,000. Hope to have a recommendation by the Fall Meeting. Pat said federal report will be submitted in August. If the Program Committee does not decide on disposition of the $20,000 by then, it will be necessary to put the money in their plan. Would like to send all grassroots coordinators to pre-legislative session. Pat and Karen will meet with Denise Mc. to sort out some of these issues. Eveline will also be involved. Richard said application for stipends needs to be revised. The Direct Caregivers’ Coalition has applied for funding. Rebecca was unable to attend.

Denise Mc. reported on the Technical Assistance Institute in Washington, D.C., which was very helpful and instructive. Many state councils are changing their names. Legislators ask, “Why are you still planning?” Cate reported on College New Mexico; focus on building inclusion for individuals with developmental disabilities. Policy Committee needs to work more closely with the Grassroots Ad Hoc; Liz gave the schedule for upcoming public forums. Policy Committee needs to meet with both gubernatorial candidates. Need to have policy statement regarding cuts to Medicaid (and other funding sources). Next Disability Coalition meeting is scheduled for 7/26. Travis stated concern about state autism workgroup (not sufficiently representative). A lot of pieces are missing. SJM 25 will have no direct meetings with stakeholders; a contractor has been hired (due to lack of staffing at PED).
· Executive Director Search
Only have four applications, to date; one is promising; have a weeding out process (which eliminated the other three); deadline has been moved to August 6th.

Chair Report








11:00 am
Liz reported. Need to change Council’s name – no more “Planning.” This will require a change in state law.

DD Act is coming up for reauthorization. As we look at changing the name, want to look at strengthening language to better conform with federal law. DOH must be consulted because opening the legislation will strongly impact their department. All communications, letter head, flyers, business cards will be affected. Liz cited other recommendations from the TA Institute: may be that action items should only be voted on by family members and self-advocates. Also, there should be nothing in the budget that is not in the five-year plan, which is the road map. Five-year plan must be available for public comment for 45 days. Need to develop stronger policy on conflict of interest; Council members cannot vote on funding that affects their agencies – no cheerleading. Appearance of conflict of interest can be more damaging than the real thing. No more pet projects or sacred cows (e.g., People First). Should not fund projects permanently; should design projects that become self-sustaining.
 

UCED (CDD) Report
Cate reported. This is the twentieth anniversary for UCED. Autism Summer Institute finishes today (60 participants); camping project (Rising Sun) for adolescents produced a great video, was challenging and very successful; current time-frame challenging, constantly looking for funding; family support project moving forward; national service grant in the works.







Disability Rights NM Report
Jim reported. DRNM is across-disabilities; 24 staff (including legal services); public policy program. DRNM was involved in DDPIE evaluation; important to emphasize outcomes – not just outputs. DRNM provided input to Governor on why services should not be contracted out; DRNM helped 75 get services restored (Mi Via); Coalition made presentation on long-term services; is working with Grassroots project on three pilot trainings on the legislative process.

Financial Officer’s Report

· FY 12 Budget Request Approval (Action Item)
Pat reported on reversions, which are minimal (less than $10,000 out of $5,000,000); more federal dollars will be moved in during the year; FY 11 will show a $400,000 cut; will ask for supplemental and increase for OG (which is under enormous stress); have met with other agencies for assistance, including possible Medicaid match; are anticipating an additional 3% reduction for the current year; for FY 12 will request the same additional positions as in previous years. Katie moved that the Executive Committee be authorized to approve the FY 12 budget request; Antonio seconded; the motion carried. Because of the financial constraints on OG, DDPC will not meet the 50% rule.
· Instructions for Out-of-state Travel
Eveline presented. Mileage has increased to $.44/mi; if two share a room and one pays for the room, the other Council member must claim actuals; per diem rules were then reviewed, along with regulations governing stipends; per diem and actuals cannot be mixed ($6.00 rule).

Pat gave update on Elena’s position, which needs to be filled by the first week in August; Sharon is on FMLA till October 6th. Staff Retreat revealed very strong morale; recommendations are being implemented ADD survey was reviewed – can be completed online; DDPIE survey was positive; DRNM survey was distributed for completion; ADA Party and Rally on Monday (7/26) in the courtyard; BIAC office has been moved to DDPC to save $5,000 to $6,000 annually. Foley Law Case was updated. DDPC will give a report; need to determine who qualifies; CSA fundraiser was covered (a self-advocate will through out the first pitch); Technical Assistance Training may be scheduled for January 5th (to precede the Council’s Winter Meeting).
