Please provide an update on the comprehensive review and analysis in your State Plan. Include a description of the adequacy of health care and other services, supports, and assistance that developmental disabilities receive 1) in ICF(MR)s; and 2) through home and community-based waivers.(limit 4,000 characters):
The state instituted a new accounting system as of July 1, 2006 with no parallel or backup system. This has resulted in a series of problems for the council such as delayed payments, delays in contract awarding and establishing projects. These problems are mostly resolved at this time but the income code for the federal funds has yet to be entered into the new system and continues to be problematic. The Money Follows the Person Legislation passed last legislative session did not intend to include ICF(MR)s but it is not implicit in the law. There continues to be much discussion concerning this issue and we look for resolution this session, which will hopefully include the ICFMR population. Res Care and Desert States Life Management, two large providers closed during the past year creating additional stress on the delivery system. Res Care had the poorest performance in the state and Desert State also had issues of concern in their service delivery. ICF(MR)s have seen little to no change. Insurance rates and workers comp have risen sharply causing financial difficulties for some providers. The question of MFP applying to ICFMR is still unanswered. Mi Via the NM Self directed waiver is scheduled to will begin providing services on Jan. 1st. The Brain Injury population is scheduled to be the first group into services. The waiver will provide an expanded service list but with reduced funding levels. This follows a reduction in waiver allotment over the past year. This continual decrease in allocation is creating concern in families and self advocates about the Mi Via waiver. There is an attitude of wait and see to move from the traditional waivers to the new self directed waiver. Currently only the BI population has new money to place person on the new waiver. The Universal assessment that was being developed in line with the MI Via waiver has change to become the assessment tool for the BI population. The concept of a universal assessment appears to have lost momentum Last legislative session resulted in the following allocations for services: DD DD waiver services $5 million DD provider rate increases $1 million Bernalillo & Valencia Co $175,000 Parent Trng Autistic Child $ 75,000 Medically Fragile $ 50,000 Autism Spectrum Evals $ 25,000 The state continues to have record income and availability of funds. The general insurance coverage has increased significantly. Schoolteachers have seen good increases in salaries but ancillary service providers have not been included in the good fortune. It appears that the Governor?s budget will carry an expansion in the DD waiver for the first time since the early 1990?s. This is a very good sign but the amount is far less then is needed. All waiver lists continue to grow.

	3. Narrative Description Of Council Results For Reporting Year In Employment. (Maximum 2,500 Characters):
This project provided certificated training in rural Navajo areas in culturally traditional silversmithing. The training occurred at the Catholic Indian Center in Gallup, NM & was offered in 3-month sessions during a 2 yr period. The project was to be completed in 2005 but delays resulted due to cultural differences w/in the Native American community. The training program also included basic computer trng, money mgmt, inventory mgmt & budget & sales of products. Participants displayed their work at 3 art shows, sold merchandise online, on consignment with local galleries & business offices. 70 individuals participated in consumer meetings, 322 participated in peer mentoring, 19 participated in silversmithing & 9 students successfully operate new independent businesses. NM Business Leadership Network (BLN) administered a statewide media campaign to increase public awareness regarding benefits of hiring persons with disabilities. Media & public awareness formats included: TV, radio, print ads, networking with employers & the coordination of meetings statewide. Three varying messages were aired in both English & Spanish. Station Spots Audience KKOB FM 77 27 287,750 statewide Radio Lobo 97.7 32 30,523 Sports KHFM 95.5 44 48,484 Classical Big Oldies 98.5 34 72,380 TELEVISION Comcast Cable, CNBC, GALA (Spanish), HLN (Headline News) & National Geographic Channels: 326 spots. A 6 part ad-series in the NM Business Weekly. Statewide Human Resource Managers Association meetings were conducted across the state participants included: US Forest Service, US Army Corps of Engineers, Manpower, Recruitment & Placement Kirkland AFB, UNM, Albuquerque Publishing Co. & UNM Student Union as well as local businesses. The Division of Vocational Rehabilitation collaborated with BLN on this project. Employment Institute w/ DDSD, DOH was approved by the DDPC but DOH did not pull together the project in a timely fassion and so the project will be reported next year The ARC Thriftown, Steps to Success Conference in rural, mostly Native American area provided employment training in: Is Self Employment a Cop-Out?, FAQ’s about Self-Employment, Big Sign Syndrome, Customized Employment FAQ’s, Customized Employment Management Plans & Information Interviews. 	3. Narrative Description of Council Results for Reporting Year in Education and Early Intervention. (Maximum 2,500 Characters):
This is the last year of a 5 yr project during which 60 of the 89 NM school districts and 2 state supported schools including schools with large Native American populations participated. Five different curricula were used to teach leadership skills, self determination and self advocacy to students with disabilities in a peer training model involving special and general education teachers, school administration, parents, guardians, counselors, social workers, rehab councilors, training specialists and other ancillary staff. This year over 240 students directed their own IEPs. A videotape was produced demonstrating performance during IEP meetings. Final results of the project/study indicated that students with disabilities showed that they could acquire specific leadership and self-advocacy skills when provided the right supports and opportunities. Professional development opportunities provided to educators and parents, documented increased performance by the students in their lives. This Parent Support Project provided support, training and technical assistance to parents who have young children with special needs and disabilities on Positive Behavior Supports and coping skills. Disabilities trainings and facilitated parent-to-parent group supports have become ongoing activities in many in Northern, Southern and Central NM communities. A technical assistance manual was developed to assist others in replicating this model. The Training and Technical Assistance Program funded through the CYFD and PED continue to conduct these trainings as part of their ongoing training programs. 13th annual international conference on Career Development and Transition for Students with Disabilities, scholarships for students and family members provided. 850 participants included secondary and postsecondary students, family members and professionals from the Statewide Transition Coordinating Council, Division of Vocational Rehabilitation, The NM Public Education Department, Medicaid Division, state supported schools and several other educationally focused entities. Funding was provided for stipends for Self Advocates and Families to attend training in a rural minority majority part of the state to build Knowledge of IDEA, Parenting Skills, Networking and Knowledge of Parental Rights. 30 parents were trained in Educational Rights.

	3. Narrative Description Of Council Results For Reporting Year In Health. (Maximum 2,500 Characters):
The Disability Coalition consist of P&A, NM ARC, People First, SILC the Coalition for living Independently in the Community and NMDDPC. The project provided information in writing and/or verbally to be presented to legislators and executive branch policy makers concerning the relevance, importance and funding sources of Medicaid services to persons with disabilities. Areas of focus by the Coalition include: Medicaid Waiver Programs (Mi Via self directed waiver), Money Follows the Person and Medicaid. The Coalition also provided feedback to representatives of the executive branch on the administration’s plans for developing Coordinated Long Term Care, a potential managed care approach to three Medicaid-funded LTC programs (nursing homes, D&E waiver, and PCO). This is an ongoing collaborative effort with the Protection and Advocacy and is part of the over all policy strategy of the council to impact on legislative and policy decision by informing family members and self advocates as well as providing funding for families and self advocates to participate in the decision making process. The DDMI project provided funding to create and print 500 hard copies and electronic CD’s of a technical assistance manual reflecting the Taos DD/MI pilot projects clinic’s successful practices in implementing programs/services for persons with dual diagnosis in local communities. Trainings were conducted for a minimum of 100 Behavioral health services providers in the six Behavioral Health Collaborative regions. This project also provided for the replication and expansion of the Taos pilot project model of behavioral health services to adults with dual diagnosis to a second NM community. This pilot process has been under way for 4 year and the DDMI project is a goal in the new 5 yr plan of the council. This groundwork will be resulting in an investment of about $200,000 per year for 3 to 5 years to establish the DDMI model as a national best practice based on research over the next 3 years and the training and utilization of the model on a state wide basis. The DD council has included $50,000 per year in the new 5 yr plan.

There are three (3) self-advocate organizations in the state led by individuals with developmental disabilities.  They are as follows:  

1. Funding fro the Department of Health is provided to the Arc of New Mexico to underwrite the state People First Organization.

2. The Self Advocate Advisory Council (SAAC) is funded by New Mexico Developmental Disabilities Planning Council (NMDDPC) to the Arc of New Mexico.  This body is comprised of 100% persons with developmental disabilities and serves as an advisory body to various state agencies on programs impacting persons with developmental disabilities.

3. Finally the NMDDPC received state funding which underwrites the operations of the New Mexico Center for Self Advocates (CSA).  The Center is currently in the process of developing state wide membership of persons with developmental disabilities as an advisory board for the Center to direct activities at the center.

	B. Does the Council directly or indirectly fund a self-advocacy organization in the state led by individuals with developmental disabilities?  Yes.  In addition to the SAAC and the CSA listed above the NMDDPC provides funding for self advocates to participate in a broad range of conferences and trainings to include the National SABE Conference in Atlanta, Georgia.  The Council contributed $47,948 of federal money to this project in 2006.   The Council, through general appropriation, allocated $164,820 to the functions of the CSA.  This general appropriation is reoccurring monies, which allows the federal funds normally allocated to the CSA to be applied to new programs benefiting persons with developmental disabilities.

The Network has also opposed a very restrictive version of Kendra’s law due to lack of available services.

DDPC continues to be an active member of the BH Purchasing Collaborative composed of 17 state agencies. DDPC is active in representing the Behavioral Health needs of persons with DD including but not limited to autism spectrum disorders, co-occurring mental retardation and mental illness/substance abuse, etc. DDPC members & staff have been key stakeholders in coordinating the Neurobehavioral subcommittee of the Behavioral Health Planning Council, which reports to the BH Purchasing Collaborative of which DDPC is the only network member. The Council has provided funding to develop a service delivery model for the DDMI population and has advocated for a consumer-based system where family members and consumers comprise 51% of the 15 local BH collaborative. DDPC has also been a strong voice on the council to not support the Forced Out patient treatment law with out major influx of resources so services are available.
